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In February 2024, The Coca-Cola Company (the “Company”) will launchits inaugural offering of Sustainable
Commercial Paper Notes (the “Sustainable CP Notes”). Offerings of the Sustainable CP Notes will be made by a
separatePrivate Placement Memorandum, distinctfromthe Company’s General Corporate Purpose Commercial
Paper Notes. The Sustainable CP Notes will beidentifiable by a unique ticker and designated CUSIPs.

For the Company’s fiscal year ending December 31, 2024 (the “2024 Fiscal Year”),the Company expects the peak
amount of the Sustainable CP Notes outstandingto be approximately $800 million. The Company intends to
allocateanamount equal to or greater than the peak amount of Sustainable Commercial Paper Notes outstanding
atanyone time duringthe 2024 Fiscal Year to the financingor refinancing,in wholeor in part, of existingor new
Eligible Expenditures.Eligible Expenditures will include those for which the Company made disbursements in the
2024 Fiscal Year that meet certain sustainability criteria:

Startingin 2025 and annually thereafter, the Company will prepare,and discloseonthe Company’s investor
relations website under “Sustainability”,an allocation reportthat will includethe dollar amount of Eligible
Expenditures that received allocation fromthe Sustainable CP Note issuances and the average and peak amount of
Sustainable CP Notes outstanding for the prior fiscal year.

The allocation reportwill beaccompanied by a report from anindependent registered publicaccountingfirmin
respect of its examination of management’s assertion that the peak amount of Sustainable CP Notes outstanding
duringthe prior fiscal year was allocated to Eligible Expenditures, which such examination will be conducted in
accordancewith attestation standards established by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants.

Where feasibleand subjectto any confidentiality considerations, the Company will also report estimated impacts
related to Eligible Expenditures that received allocation.

The Sustainable CP Notes have not been and will not be registered under the Securities Act of 1933, as
amended, and may not be offered or sold in the United States absent registration or an applicable exemption
from registration requirements.
